Memorial Day 2010 finds its beginnings in public commemorations as early as 1866 and, probably, in unrecorded events
during the Civil War. Those were very sad and harrowing days from which few families were exempt. Decoration Day
took on added universal meaning during and after The Great War (WWI) in Europe, when it was expanded to honor all
U.S. combatants Killed In Action of all wars. 1971 marked an Act of Congress making Memorial Day a national holiday.
I n many parts it remains known as Decoration Day. As

Remembrance Act, 0 which created the White House Commi s

encourages Americans (and friends of America) all across the country to take breaks from festivities at 3:00 in the after-

noon. For one minute hold silent vigils, as individuals or as groups, in remembrance of our war dead. We, the living, go
on enjoying lives that they once dreamed of living among us. Citizens would also do well to gain additional insights and

sensitivities by visiting the U.S. Veterands Administr

our intelligence services have been killed or Adisappe

Knowing where and when to defend or strike is primary...that is the job of intelligence gatherers. When an embedded
operative goes down, the facts are not publicly available...no accolades as to who, how, where, when, and for what rea-
sons. Then we have the war wounded. Certain fAsurvi vi
will never recover. They must go on living with disabilities that prohibit them from ever enjoying life as fully-functional
human beings. Facial disfigurements of some soldiers and Marines make it very difficult for them to go out in any public
setting the rest of us take for granted. Of special concern are the troops who have experienced such damage to their
nervous systems that they cannot communicate, or even think, normally. They are trapped for life in bodies that do not
function well enough for them to ever retrain and rejoin productive rewarding society.

We have much to be thankful for, and many to whom we owe our thanksgiving.

Memorial Day is a United States federal holiday observed on the last Monday of May (May 31 in 2010). Formerly
known as Decoration Day , it commemorates U.S. men and women who died while in the military service. First enacted
to honor Union soldiers of the American Civil War (it is celebrated near the day of reunification after the Civil War), it was
expanded after World War |.
